Lympsham School: The Clerk informed the meeting that the Tennis Club had received a letter from County Surveyor re the
new building & were having a site meeting later in the week re concerns; the Chairman expressed a hope that a suitable
agreement would be reached.

Lympsham Pre-school: Chairman thanked Mr. Gilling for surveying the car parking area.
